Contents

The course includes playing music, exercises in playing techniques.

Realization

Each course occasion’s language and form is stated and appear on the course page on Luled University of
Technology's website.

The course is carried out individually and/or in groups.

Examination

If there is a decision on special educational support, in accordance with the Guideline Student's rights and
obligations at Luled University of Technology, an adapted or alternative form of examination can be provided.

The course is examined through an oral presentation, a sound report and a sound report in concert form, where the
student performs with more artistic elements. Concert form is carried out as a joint lesson among other course
participants.
